2. Staff Update Jim Grant
On Monday May 25, 2009, the lake level was 5105.93, there was no rain measured from May 18 to
May 24, and the water temperature was 65.8 degrees.

State Fish and Game Biologists visited and took samples of lake water. No microscopic Quagga
Mussels veligers were detected.

Cliff Sharpe, an ALA Registered Contractor, is providing decontamination for boats coming from
other bodies of water to make certain that there are no signs of Quagga mussels.

The permit applications and income from applications are slightly behind last years’ totals.
We are continuing pre-season maintenance notifications and shoreline inspections, and we are
getting members more involved in cleaning up the areas around their piers and docks.

The Committee reviewed and discussed the Action Item List. It was determined that no action is
required at this time.

A. N-180 — (Wilson) Initial Dock House Placement  (Relocate)

better spacing and distance, if located between the neighboring piers and docks.
