The Association makes a large annual investment to maintain and improve our amenities and we
would like to extend to you an invitation to join the Association as a General Member or as a Beach
Club Member. General Membership is available at the extremely low cost of $60.00 per year and
Beach Club Membership is available to your family for only $200.00 per year.

IMPROVEMENTS ON ASSOCIATION PROPERTY
(Are you thinking about improvements to your dock or pier site?)

Association property consists of the shoreline around the lake, the bottom of the lake and all
property between the shoreline and the rear property lines of lots adjacent to Arrowhead Lake
Association property. The Arrowhead Lake Association also has property rights on many
easements and along some watercourses contiguous to the lake. Any improvement* or modification
of an existing improvement on Arrowhead Lake Association property must have the express written
consent of the Association. Members desiring to place any improvement on Association property,
or desiring to repair or modify any existing improvement, must contact Association staff to obtain
proper forms and detailed information regarding approvable improvements.

*Improvements include not only docks, piers and gangways, but also dock boxes, storage
buildings (dock houses), electrical work, plumbing work, landscaping, landscape irrigation,
all types of paving (including stairs and walkways) or wall construction and any other
improvement determined by ALA to require a permit.

It is the goal of the Association to maintain an environment that is as natural as possible. The
Association has established standards that are intended to protect the value of your exclusive
membership and protect the aesthetics of the lake itself.

*NOTE* All contractors (dock contractors, general contractors, electrical contractors, landscape
contractors and any other contractor of any specialty) working on Arrowhead Lake Association
property must be appropriately licensed by the State of California and must provide General
Liability and Workman’s Compensation insurance naming the Association as co-insured for the
work performed on Association property. Please have your contractors register with the ALA office
before you contract for work on ALA property. This will help ensure that you do not experience
untimely delays with your project.

All contractors (dock contractors, general contractors, electrical contractors, landscape contractors and any
other contractor of any specialty) working on Arrowhead Lake Association property must be licensed by the
State of California and must provide General Liability and Workman’s Compensation insurance naming the
Association as co-insured for the work performed on Association property.



Removal or Limbing of Trees on ALA property

Or

Can I trim or cut a tree?

No tree trimming or cutting is permissible on ALA property without prior written approval from the
Association. The Association may be contacted at 909-337-2595.

The Arrowhead Lake Association has experienced unauthorized removal of trees on Association property
and has adopted the following schedule of fines:

Height Fine

0' - 20' $5,000

21' - 40' $10,000

41' - 60' $30,000

60'+ $50,000

Any member who removes or trims trees on Association property without obtaining the permission of the
Arrowhead Lake Association is committing trespass and vandalism and is subject to fines listed above.
Any member failing to fully remit fines in the above amounts may be subjected to appropriate prosecution
and, depending on the egregiousness of the trespass, may be stripped of their lake rights including the
revocation of any easement determinable for pier or dock placement or any license for the placement of
improvements on Association property. Members would be afforded the right of appeal in accordance with
existing Association practices.



HELP US PROTECT YOUR LAKE!

These small, pinkie-size mollusks known as Quagga Mussels have gone from a relatively rare find
to a dominant invasive mussel in the United States and in California. These mussels are filter

feeders—and each adult mussel is capable of filtering one or more liters of water each day. The
Quagga Mussel is a prolific breeder which contributes to its spread and abundance.

Southern California water authorities have begun closing some of the state’s prime fishing lakes in
an effort to keep an infestation of tiny Quagga Mussels from affecting drinking water supplies and

threatening fish populations.

Arrowhead Lake Association has taken drastic steps to prevent this invasion in Lake Arrowhead
where the mussel could damage our ecosystem and clog up the water intakes for our drinking

supply.

If you are a
member of the
somewhat
exclusive
“Minus 185
Club,” you will
immediately
recognize the

area as Lake Arrowhead’s outlet valve chamber in Tunnel No. 1. To get there, you
can walk through the tunnel from its exit into Willow Creek or go down 185 feet in
the elevator in the vertical shaft of the Doheny property.

Walking in through the tunnel is a memorable experience. Most of the length was
excavated through hard, but fractured granite, some shored to keep it open. You walk
in cold water most of the way, depending on your height, as much as hip deep. There
are no lights, but you can always see the, “light at the end of the tunnel.”

The graffiti pictured on the side wall of the valve chamber came from someone
walking through the tunnel. This is no longer a problem because Arrowhead Lake
Association erected a strong, open-mesh steel gate across the tunnel’s entrance,
including an alarm system in the valve chamber to alert the Sheriff’s office of
unauthorized entry.

The only other entry into the valve chamber is through the refurbished elevator in the
185-foot deep vertical shaft. While this is not a frightening experience, it is unique
enough to be remembered. The elevator is only operated by trained ALA personnel.
Operation by an unauthorized person will set off the alarm system.
